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Czech Cadastral System
• compulsory title registration

• cadastre is designed as a multipurpose land information 
system intended first of all for legal and fiscal purposes, land 
management and provision of database for other information 
systems

• since 1993 – information system has integrated the former 

Land Cadastre (technical instrument) and 

Land Registry (legal instrument),

• Czech Office for Surveying, Mapping and Cadastre and its 
Cadastral Offices as only authority responsible for the Czech 
cadastre



• cadastre covers the whole territory

• descriptive and graphical data in a digital form

• central cadastral database

• cadastral surveys are responsibility of private sector 

(geometric plan, setting out ownership boundaries, 

land adjustments etc.)

Legal preconditions

• Civil Code

 general definition of a public list (register)
 if a certain legal fact is registered in the public list, no one can 

plead ignorance of it
 it is true that the data recorded in a public list are considered 

to be accurate and reliable, unless proven otherwise

• Cadastral Law

“Cadastre of Real Estate is public and everybody is entitled to 
consult it, make copies, extracts and sketches for their need  
or obtain data from the collection of documents stored in 
document funds.“
