The CD containing software and examples on
geoid computation, as well as the lecture notes, can be requested through the 1SG website, under the same restrictions applied when distributed during the
geoid schools: a declaration stating for non commercial use of the software is needed.

1SG educational activities are also developed in order to support forelgn Institutions and sclentists in the field of geold computation. Forelgn Institutions can
contact 1SG to ask for specific training courses on geold computation beyond the yearly International Geold School.
